Singapore is the tenth most expensive city in the world in which to
live—the third in Asia, after Tokyo and Osaka. Singapore is highly cosmopolitan and diverse with Chinese people forming an ethnic
majority with large populations of Malay, Indian and other people. English, Malay, Tamil, and Chinese are the official languages.

Singapore has a highly developed market-based economy. Along with Hong Kong, South Korea and Taiwan, Singapore is one of the
Four Asian Tigers. The economy depends heavily on exports and refining imported goods, especially in manufacturing. Its
manufacturing industry is well-diversified with significant electronics, petroleum refining, chemicals, mechanical engineering and
biomedical sciences manufacturing sectors.

According to Stefan Mueller, Asia-Pacific Managing Director of Conergy Renewable
Energy Singapore, who said that the two issues of jobs and research, and adoption
of renewable energy should be looked at separately.

Singapore has been putting in much effort in attracting renewable energy
companies to set up their operations in Singapore and create jobs, and encouraging
research and development in renewable energy technologies. There have been
several initiatives and funding to support the renewable energy industry ever since
the government decided to focus on clean tech two years ago. The private sector
has already committed to clean energy research and manufacturing in Singapore.

* Three companies (Natural Fuel, CMS Resources and Neste Oil) committed to a
total production capacity of 2.8 million tons per year in bio-fuel production.

* The world largest wind power firm, Vestas, set up a research center in
Singapore hiring more than 150 staff.

* The Renewable Energy Corporation ASA (REC) invested 3 billions Euros in
Singapore building a world scale solar manufacturing complex. It produces solar
wafer, cell and module with annual capacity of 1.5 GW and employing 3000
people.

» A consortium is actively conducting product development in Singapore for direct
methane solid oxide fuel cell for power generation.

However, the local adoption of renewable energy is less than desirable. There are
no renewable energy targets by the government to specify the proportion of energy
that should be generated by renewable sources within a time period.
