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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

On April 29, 2009, the State of Nevada, Commission on Economic Development (NCED), submitted its program year 2009-10 Consolidated Annual Action Plan to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  As stated in the 2009-2010 Annual Action Plan, CDBG funds were set aside to be allocated in the latter portion of 2009 after another round of grant applications had been received, reviewed and approved.  This second process will be referred to as Round II.  

This Substantial Amendment pertains only to one of the four HUD formula grant programs in the State of Nevada, the Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG).  Sources of funds, allocations, and various detailed tables are included in this Substantial Amendment.  
As stated in the 2009-2010 Annual Action Plan, CDBG Program Year 2009 Round II grant applications were due on May 18, 2009 and deliberations were conducted on June 8-10, 2009.  A total of $1,270,969.94 was allocated, including the $555,656.04 that was remaining from the 2009 HUD allocation after Round I grant applications, $183,881.44 in de-obligation funds, $170,000 that was re-allocated from Round I, Accumulated Reserves and Program income of $281,412.46 and $80,000 which had been allocated for monitoring and technical assistance in 2008. 
Seventy four percent (74%) of the funds in Round II, or $943,110 will go to Public Facility-type grants (9 out of the total 15 grants).  The remaining grants fall into the categories of:  Planning and Capacity Building (2), Public Services (2), and Acquisition (2).  Of the 9 Public Facility grants 1 is for emergency services, 4 are for wastewater and drainage projects, 2 are for construction and renovation, and 2 are for water supply.  One of the approved projects, Silver Springs GID Aeration System which was approved, has since been canceled by the grant recipient, Lyon County.

All of the above grants proposed for PY 2009 fall under the National Objective of benefiting low and moderate income persons (LMI).  Fourteen (14) out of the fifteen (15) grants fall under the LMI-Area Wide (LMI-A) classification, whereas one falls under the LMI-Limited Clientele (LMI-C). 

The total number of beneficiaries is 87,753 persons, with 63.52% being LMI, totaling 55,745 LMI persons.  See Table 3 for more detailed information.
Four (4) out of the total of fifteen (15) projects carry a Performance Measurement Outcome of AV/AC – Availability / Accessibility.  The remaining eleven (11) out of fourteen (15) projects carry a Performance Measure Outcome of SU – Sustainability.  

Introduction
The CDBG program in the State of Nevada is driven by the statutory objectives of providing a suitable living environment, decent housing, and economic opportunities for low to moderate-income persons.  Apart from these overarching objectives, the State of Nevada does not determine in advance how CDBG funds should be spent at the local government level.  The State assists rural communities in their needs assessments, but does not direct local jurisdictions on how to plan their community development activities, or limit local jurisdictions in what to apply for through CDBG.

The purpose of the Substantial Amendment to the Consolidated Annual Action Plan PY 2009-10 is to communicate Round II grants to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

Sources of Funds
The Community Development Block Grant Program in the State of Nevada receives all of its project funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), and approximately $200,000 each year from the State for program administration purposes.  The State Program Year (PY) commenced July 1, 2009 and the funds were derived from the Federal Fiscal Year which runs from the previous October to the September following the start of the State Program Year.

The CDBG program does not have any specific matching requirements; however, in reviewing and scoring applications and in allocating grant funds, leveraging of non-CDBG resources is an important factor.  Only one out of the fifteen grants does not provide leveraged dollars.
As mentioned above, in total $1,270,969.94 was allocated for the PY 2009-10 Round II grant applications.  Included in this total is $208,117.76 unspent in Round I, $740,431 in funds as the result of ARRA funding applied to Round I projects, $74,277.17 in de-obligation funds, $170,000 that was extracted from Round I, and $80,000 which had been allocated for monitoring and technical assistance in 2008. 

Project Implementation
All of the projects approved and funded in Round II have received their Notice to Proceed with the exception of Silver Springs GID Aeration System.  As mentioned earlier the Silver Springs GID Aeration System project was subsequently cancelled by the grant recipient.

A total of $1,270,969.94 was allocated in Round II.  As of the time of this writing all of the projects had funding drawn downs except two projects.  The total drawn down as of November 3, 2010 on Round II projects is:  $775,551.  
Several grants awarded in July 2009 from Round II have already been closed in IDIS.  They are the Churchill AED Upgrade and Training Program, Feasibility Study for Fernley Boys and Girls Club, Tonopah Wastewater Storage and Reuse PER, Swimming Pool Land Acquisition, White Pine Regional Water and Sewer Master Plan, and the Arsenic Treatment Plant Design.

Conclusion
In conclusion, the Community Development Block Grant Program Round II grants have 55,745 Low to Moderate Income beneficiaries out of the total 87,753 beneficiaries.  

All of the above grants funded for PY 2009 fall under the National Objective of benefiting low and moderate income persons (LMI).
Eleven (11) out of fifteen (15) projects carry a Performance Measure Outcome of SU – Sustainability.  The remaining four (4) out of the total of fifteen (15) projects carry a Performance Measurement Outcome of AV/AC – Availability / Accessibility.  
Citizen Participation
Citizen participation is a vital component of the Nevada formula grant programs.  The State encouraged citizens, including low to moderate income and those with disabilities to comment on the Substantial Amendment to the 2009 Consolidated Plan.  The draft report was sent out to 26 eligible rural entities in the state for publication and comment.  The public was advised that the draft report would be available at The Commission on Economic Development and in rural city and county offices throughout the state by three newspaper advertisements in the Elko Daily Free Press, the Pahrump Valley Times, and the Reno Gazette Journal (see attachments). 
Summary of Public Comments

Despite the State-wide publicity given to the Draft Substantial Amendment, there were no comments received from the public on the Amendment through the process outlined above.
